1. Smoke Alarm: What To Do When the Alarm Sounds
Smoke alarm pattern is three long beeps, a 1.5 second pause, and three long beeps repeating. The red LED 
blinks in time with alarm pattern. 

Leave immediately by your escape plan. Every second counts, so don’t waste time getting dressed or 
picking up valuables.

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5. Limitations of Smoke Alarms
